With the nevetending attack of scams and scammers, all vying to separate you from yoceahzed
money, this time of year is yet another phase of the onslaught. A couple of the primary tactics used are:

1) You receive an email, ohpne call, or even a postal mail with all of them thesag you about your

back, unpaid taxes. The attacks state that the IRS will garnish your wages, repossess your car, home,

etc. All this will happen unless you call this number and pay them immadi@yeérators are

standing by to accept your credit card number for payment.

- First of all, you probably have already paid all of your taxes from last year, so you know that this
isndét true.

- Second, the IRS will never send thexittg emails, phone calls @ostal mails. If you did owe
taxes, they would have discovered it when you submitted your tax forms.

- Finally, if you really do owe taxes, verify th
Never é repeat agai n; 0 rssages.Theere s probhbly 8586 chancenb e r i
that i1itdéds not even in the U.S.

2) Youbre running |l ate and file your tax forms just
could receive a message from the IRS that says that the forms that you submiteddehayebeen

processed.

- This means that someone took your identity and filled out some false forms and sent them in
before you did. This scam is on the rise and the IRS has put out notices that refunds this year will
be delayed by a couple of weeks soytban verify the refunds against past submissions.

- So, what can you do? Simply do your taxes and
until the last minute.

- If this does happen to you, contact the IRS and ask for guidance on how to chihéepgerious
submissions.
