Greetings All, 

I feel we need to take the time to consider to see how we are going to move 

forward for the coming months of summer.  The Governor is advising he is 

following Trump's 3 phase plan on reopening our state.  With both Phase 1 

and 2, the most vulnerable are still be advised to stay home.  It isn't until 

Phase 3, that things can change opening up pretty much everything.  I feel 

by watching what is going on, we won't get into the Phase 2 plan until June or even around the 1st July, which 

would put us between a rock and a hard place.  But we will wait to see what the Governor says May 4th.  

From the District we are now considering canceling the District Rally but again are waiting on the Governors 

announcement.  For those who have hotel reservations, that isn't a big problem to cancel if needed because 

you have a 72 hour prior window to cancel from what I was told.  I have sent in the light and bike show permits, 

but we don't have to pay for it or supply our insurance until 30 days before the event (June 15th).  Trophies 

don't need to be ordered until around June 10th.  There are other things that have to be done by June 1st. If we 

do cancel, we already know what we will do next year for the rally and celebrate our 40th birthday a year late, 

kind of like the Olympics.  I think the need to make a hard decision either way will be by May 5th.  If you would 

like to give constructive input, please do so. 

However, I would like to suggest that if the State has the Stay at Home Order still, that you might have a Chapter 

Meeting/Ride to a destination on your Chapter Day.  Have a meeting outside and bring sack lunches to enjoy 

together with social distancing.  You know your areas where you can go for such a ride to get you away from 

the crowds.  I suggest we meet at your ride gathering place, go on the ride, and enjoy the day.  I think a ride 

would be good for your mental health but we need to be smart about it and follow our safety guide lines.  

I believe we need to take into consideration our members, consider their health and safety for all.  

Unfortunately, the majority of us are in that vulnerable area.  Like most of us I am in good health but have a 

couple underlying health concerns that could be very problematic if I got the virus.  We all have other activities 

through the summer that might still move forward but will also have to be looked at as they approach. 

I hope everyone is safe and well and you are taking all precautions that are best for you.

RETIRING A LEVEL  From time to time, a Member may decide that they are no longer capable of maintaining 

certifications required for the highest Level they have achieved in the Levels Program due to age, illness, etc. and if at a 

Master Level, do not wish to participate in the "Honorary Master's Program".  These members should complete a N.33A 

form and forward it to the District Educator.  In the database, this should be noted in the comments to alert other users 

to the decision made by the Member.  Once retired, the member is no longer eligible to continue progressing in the 

Rider Education Levels Program at any level, unless they bring themselves current.  They may continue to hold a position 

or certification requiring the level to be current with approval of the Director of Rider Education or Director of GWRRA.

PHISHING 

The word phishing was coined around 1996 by hackers stealing 

America Online accounts and passwords. ... Hackers commonly 

replace the letter f with ph, a nod to the original form of hacking 

known as phone phreaking. 

Phishing is a type of social engineering attack often used to 

steal user data, including login credentials and credit card numbers. It occurs when an attacker, masquerading 

as a trusted entity, dupes a victim into opening an email, instant message, or text message. 

Phishing scams use email and text messages that appear to be from a legitimate organization 

you do business with or a person you know. ... Clicking on a link or opening an attachment in one of these 

messages may install malware, like viruses, spyware, or ransomware, on your device. 

How can you tell if a e-mail is real or fake? 

Here are some you should know about: 

1. Incorrect URL. Hackers use fake sites to steal your information. ... 

2. Nosy Requests. Your bank won't ask via email for your PINs or card information. ... 

3. Sender's Email Address. ... 

4. Your Name. ... 

5. Typos. ... 

6. Fake Password. ... 

7. Low Resolution Images. 

 

Examples: Phishing email / Phishing website 

¶ Generic greeting. Phishing emails are usually sent in large batches. ... 

¶ Forged link. Even if a link has a name you recognize somewhere in it, it doesn't mean it links to the 
real organization. ... 

¶ Requests personal information. ...

How to Report Phishing 

¶ If you got a phishing email, forward it to the FTC at spam@uce.gov and to the Anti-Phishing Working 
Group at reportphishing@apwg.org. If you got a phishing text message, forward it to SPAM (7726). 

¶ Report the phishing attack to the FTC at ftc.gov/complaint. 

¶ Suspicious emails to paypal 
¶ If you believe you've received a phishing email, follow these steps right away: Forward the 

entire email to spoof@paypal.com. Do not alter the subject line or forward the message as an 

attachment. Delete the suspicious email from your inbox.
